We request that if you are 

unable to drop or collect your child at the venue that you make your own arrangements with another 

family to transport your child and include the name of the person on the form. If you are unable to 

organise a lift, please contact the school office and they will be able to advise which other parents are 

going.  We are not able to arrive before 1:15pm so they will need to leave school at 12:55pm.  Parking isn't 

easy by the school but there is the local village car park next to the school or there is on road parking, With 

have been asked to tell you not to park in the doctors surgery. 

 

There is NO cost for this event but parents do need to advise us if they do not wish their child to participate in 

this event.  If we do not have enough players to make up a team, the event may be cancelled.
