Dear Parents,
Welcome back to Barton Class!

The children have settled back into our routines well and are engaged in their learning. This term will be covering our RSE (Relationship,
Sex and Education) curriculum. The three lessons will cover understanding how we can look after ourselves e.g. dressing and undressing,
why it is important to keep clean and basic hygiene routines and lastly to recognise that all families are different and understand how
family members can help each other.

We would appreciate if you could send your child's reading book and record to school each day and ask that you record any reading and
sharing of books in it.

Photos and messages from you or any adults that spend time with your child are a great source of information fo us. Please see the Wow
books as a way of recording their learning both at school and home. This is a vital means of communication to enable us to have a working
partnership, which will benefit your child. Thank you to all those who have commented already in the Wow books.

We will be enjoying our outdoor spaces again this term, please ensure your child has the appropriate clothing. Our PE sessions will be on
Mondays and Fridays , PE kit should be worn on those days. We ask that all children have a water bottle and a healthy snack (fruit is
provided) in class, plus a sun hat.
